It is my pleasure to report that the 2005/06 Financial Year has been 
an exciting time of review, reflection and refocusing. In the second 
quarter of the Financial Year, the staff and board re-affirmed the 
general strategic thrust of the organisation. I am pleased to report that 
we experienced a seven percent (7%) growth in the number of child 
sponsors and an eight percent (8%) growth in income as compared 
with 2005!  
 
This is an excellent result for us and it indicates that we do have 
relevance in the minds of our supporters. When one realizes that 81% 
of the funds that we raise in Australia reach our field projects we can 
see that it is a win for the children and their families!

INTERNATIONAL NEEDS GOAL 
To contribute to the alleviation of poverty in fron t-line partner 
countries through effective Community Development. 
 
The development goal is in line with the development philosophy of INA 
as outlined in the vision and mission statements of the organisation. 
 
International Needs is committed to working with national partners in 
front-line countries, helping them fulfil their dreams and aspirations to be 
agents of justice for the poorest and most marginalised in their own 
country.  These programs aim to break the cycle of generational poverty 
and restore dignity to people in these communities. The development 
goals of INA are also in line with the UN Millennium Goals. 
 
INA works with front line partners in the following areas. 

· Education 
· Health 
· Vocational Training 
· Micro Enterprise Development (MED) 
· Organisational capacity building 
· Human Rights and advocacy 
· Agriculture 

    
In all countries where INA works, core program work centres around the 
provision of education of children from poor communities and projects 
that empower their community to move towards self-sufficiency. 
 
GEOGRAPHIC FOCUS 
Priority has been given to support 8 existing partnerships ie. Philippines; 
India; Sri Lanka; Bangladesh; Ghana; Uganda; Zambia; Indonesia.  Our 
work in these places includes objectives as follows -   
 
Education 
· To educate all children to at least primary level especially girls in 

deprived communities through the provision of formal / nonformal 
education 

Health 
· To improve health and wellbeing for people living in deprived 

communities, especially women and girls, through the provision of 
basic medical services and training of community health workers. 

Vocational Training / MED 
· To economically empower poor and vulnerable women through 

vocational and life skills leading to self sufficiency. 
Organisational capacity building 
· To strengthen the capacity of front-line partners in organisational 

governance, administration, project design, monitoring and 
evaluation. 

Human rights & advocacy 
· To have women, men and children live in freedom and dignity 

through programs of advocacy and community education. 
Agriculture 
· To ensure sustainable food resources through improved 

agricultural practices. 
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  PROJECT  REPORTS 
 
The principal project in the current year has remained the modular training 
project in Ghana This is a joint project between AusAID and International 
Needs. 
 
In Ghana, International Needs has three main areas of community 
development focus: 
 
1. The INA Modular Training Project. 
2. Child Sponsorship (International Needs Child Assistance Program). 
3. Community Development. 
 
INTERNATIONAL NEEDS and AusAID WORKING TOGETHER wit h 
the aid of an AUSTRALIAN GOVERNMENT GRANT 
 
The INA Modular Training Project completed phase one of the project in 
December 2004, resulting in 900 released Trokosi slave girls trained in a 
marketable skill and being re-integrated back into the community. It was 
decided that a further three year phase would see most of the currently 
released girls trained and this was submitted to AusAID as phase two of 
the project. We are most grateful that the Australian Government 
approved this project for funding again in 2005 and 2006 .  
 
This is a 3-month program (referred to as a “Trimester”) and training is 
given at the training centre at Adidome in the Volta region. Approx. 100 
girls are trained each trimester in a variety of skills, enabling them to 
become self-supporting, not only for themselves but their children also. At 
the end of May 2006, 110 women graduated from the program and they 
had all settled and were working their various communities. This brings 
the total number of women trained over the past four trimesters to 410.  
 
The basic needs for all these women have been met. They benefited from 
provisions including food, accommodation, medical care, cutlery, toiletries, 
bedding, mosquito-nets, plates, cups, spoons, work uniforms, tooth brush 
and tooth paste. They also benefited from intensive psychological, 
emotional and vocational skills counselling, in groups and also on a one–
on-one basis, regaining their self-esteem and confidence. They were fully 
integrated into society and engaged in income generating ventures in their 
local communities. They were provided with start up packages which 
enabled them to start earning income. They interacted and openly talked 
about their varied experiences and encouraged one another. During 
follow-up, the women were assisted to identify different markets in other 
communities, to enable them to sell their products consistently. 
 
The recruitment of the next batch of women to commence training at the 
Centre was in progress at the end of May 2006. After initial trauma 
counselling, girls are trained in batik, tie-dye, baking, pastries, soap and 
pomade making as well as basic business principles. On graduation they 
are presented with a kit of equipment to commence their own small 
business and then followed up for a period of 
2 years as they resettle and re-establish their 
lives in the community.

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INCAP - CHILD SPONSORSHIP PROGRAM 
 

 
INA provides sponsorship for children throughout the world as part of the 
IN development program plan in particular areas or communities. Our 
sponsors generally are ordinary Australians.  Many have been long term 
sponsors, most would sponsor only one child, but some sponsor more 
than one.  One family is currently sponsoring 40 children each year. 
 
As of 30 June 2006, sponsorships provided by INA totalled 1,135:  
259 in the Philippines; 221 in Uganda; 343 in Ghana; 24 in Bangladesh; 
27 in India; and 261 in Sri Lanka. 
 
Philippines :      
These children are from desperately poor families in eight areas, both 
rural and urban. Sponsorship provides education through government 
schools by helping with school fees, books, shoes, umbrellas,  uniforms;  
nourishing food,  birthday & Christmas gift.  Assistance with funeral 
expenses is also available to families. 
 
Uganda :   
Children are provided with education through the IN schools (with 
classes often held under the trees), school uniforms, healthy food, 
medical  care  & immunisation, and Christian values.  The Makonge 
Project, on the shores of Lake Victoria, is a project of INU comprising an 
INCAP sponsorship program for hundreds of children in primary and 
secondary school, a girls' school at Buikwe, a Health Centre with 
maternity and primary health care, and an adult literacy program.  A 
micro-credit project also provides small loans to the rural poor. 
 
Ghana: 
The International Needs Schools at the poor villages of Amrahia & 
Kebenu; one is on the outskirts of the capital, Accra and the other is 
rural. They provide education, school uniforms and books, and 
nourishing food to children, some of whom are the children of former 
Trokosi slave girls. 
 
 
North India : 
Little girls and young women are being given an informal education, 
healthy food and medical aid through the care of our International Needs 
Director, Dr Shirin David and her husband Pervez, who want to see the 
need to encourage the women of India to be empowered in all aspects of 
their lives. 
 
Sri Lanka :  
In a five story building called the Harrison Child Care Centre, 
sponsorship children who live in abject poverty in the neighbouring slum 
have been provided with education, school uniforms, and shoes. The 
Children also receive nourishing food for themselves, regular food 
parcels for their families, birthday gifts, and Easter and Christmas gifts, 
such as toiletries, clothing, shoes or school supplies. 
 
Thank you to our Australian donors for making a difference in the lives of 
these children. 
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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS 
 
PHILIPPINES 
 
Pedicab Project 
This project was implemented to bring employment to many families 
in the Pasay City area of greater Manila. A Donor provides “seed 
money” (Aus$400.00) which IN Philippines uses to purchase a 
pedicab which is rented to a family for one year over which time the 
loan is repaid. The family then owns the pedicab and income from 
their business becomes wholly theirs. The seed money then 
purchases another pedicab and the process is repeated for another 
family. This is an important community development project that has 
benefited many Filipino families. 
 
Vocational Training Centre 
IN Philippines in conjunction with Grace Church, Port Macquarie 
(through INA) has established a Vocational Training Centre in Sapay 
Palang to benefit young adults and youth, who would otherwise be 
unemployed. The school began with teaching sheet metal fabrication 
skills and has now extended to sewing skills. 
The VTC is an extension of a school for over 500 children, which has 
been supported by Grace Church for a number of years. This project 
is the first joint venture between INA, INP and Grace Church. 
 
UGANDA 
 
Under the leadership of Rev Justus Miranda, IN Network Uganda has 
made giant strides forward. The ministry has been reorganised in 
recent years with improvements to Trinity College, Kiyindi Primary 
School with more than 700 students and Buikwe Girls school with 
over 350 students. 
 
Makonge Health Clinic 
The Health Clinic which was an AusAID supported project is now self-
supporting. Maternity services and immunisation are available and 
Village Health Care Workers go out from the clinic reaching outlying 
communities with preventative health care and immunisation. It is the 
only health facility available to more than 100,000 people and the 
clinic treats over 200 people a day. The challenge of AIDS remains a 
priority to Uganda despite progress being made to combat the 
disease through prevention, education, and health care. 
 
 
INDONESIA:   
 
INA Board member, Ian Paxton and his wife, Elaine, are regular 
visitors to our partner in Indonesia, Yayasan Pondok Kasih.  Pondok 
Kasih has a wide range of programs centred in Surabaya, extending 
to other parts of Indonesia as well including feeding & medical 
programs to slum communities living under bridges and in cemeteries; 
Vocational Training in various skills including a gamelon orchestra, 
craft skills & trade skills; care of unmarried young mums & orphans, 
programs for the disabled and those involved in prostitution, mobile 
medical clinics & sanitation issues. 
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TSUNAMI RECOVERY - INDONESIA 
AusAID and International Needs Working Together 

 

International Needs Australia and our Indonesian partner, Yayasan Pondok Kasih (PK), have 
been working in the Banda Aceh area since the December 26th Tsunami. Pondok Kasih staff 
immediately went to the area to assist.  Since that time, 3 tonnes of medicine have been  
provided; basic clothing provided to 16,200 men and adolescent boys plus 14,300 outfits for 
14,300 women and girls; 7,000 feminine hygiene kits were distributed. In addition, basic clothing 
and personal needs were supplied to over 4,000 families in cooperation with other NGO’s in 
Aceh and Nias. 
 

6,350 children and babies were provided with milk; 1,027 children and babies supplied with 
basic food; and 46 tons of rice supplied to families, orphanages and schools in Aceh. The 
community at Kutabaro received 16,000 plastic plates, ladles and tumblers; and six large 
communal cooking pots were supplied to the communities at Kutabaro and Meulaboh. 
 

A Mobile Medical clinic was purchased and started operating in designated villages and towns. 
Land was purchased in Meulaboh Aceh for a Day Medical Clinic for children and mothers and 
building plans completed and approved for construction, which was planned to begin in May 
2006.  1,700 children were assisted with supplies and furniture in three schools in Calang, Pidie 
and Seulimuen. 
 

Communities were provided with continuous counselling and spiritual support in  Banda Aceh, 
Cot Keueng, Calang, Pidie, Meulboh and Seulimeum since 28th December 2004 by Muslim and 
non-Muslim clerics.  
 

The Australian Government, through AusAID, provided funding for the project, the Special Rim 
Disaster Fund: Indonesia. Project major objectives were: (i) To address the immediate physical 
needs of all citizens, babies, children & adults in the target areas; and (ii) To commence to 
address the medium term needs of the target communities in reconstruction and rehabilitation. 
The project was completed on 30th April 2006, and the final report was submitted and approved 
by AusAID. 
 

The photos below show Hana Ananda, Director of Pondok Kasih, with some of the beneficiaries 
in the communities where PK have distributed relief goods. 
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Chandrasena (right) is a 
fisherman who lost his 
fibreglass boat and engine 
and all the gear.  Today he 
is a very happy man.  He 
has a brand new boat with 
the help of many friends 
and a set of fishing gear 
including nets from IN 
LANKA.  He is grateful for 
your help. 

TSUNAMI RELIEF - SRI LANKA (GALLE AREA)

A grocery store run by Manawadu was completely destroyed in the 
Tsunami leaving him, his wife, and three children without any 
income.  What a joy it was when IN Lanka stepped in and provided 
provisions for the shop (left), furniture and also a large refrigerator 
to begin his business again.  He and his family are grateful. 

In Sthurukondan (north of Batticaloa), 20 houses were finished in 
the first phase of the housing project; 1,000 fruit trees planted; and 
the sewerage system completed.  
30 houses were completed in the second phase of the housing 
project. In Thiruchenthur (South of Batticaloa), 250 houses were 
completed—these were of a high standard. 

Tirimanna (left) lost his wife and 4 other members of his family in 
the Tsunami.  IN Lanka is helping him to rebuild his house which 
was damaged.  This grateful man expressed his thanks for the help 
provided by IN Lanka. 

Executive Director of IN Lanka, Cynthia Devadason, wites - “In total 
47 families have been helped by IN Lanka. Rev. Loki and his wife 
Mohini, our friends and representatives down South in Galle, are 
doing such a tremendous work in assessing each need, visiting the 
affected and being of real comfort to each of the families.  All of 
these families are in many ways re-established and we saw the 
improvement in the entire Galle District. 
 

“However I longed so much to wipe the sorrow off the faces of 
many who had lost parents, wife, husband and also children.  The 
two young brothers who lost everything had such pain in their eyes 
in spite of the restoration of their little café.  They kept staring into 
the ocean in desperation. 
 

“We ask you to kindly continue to pray with us for these people.  
Restoration of things can never replace the joy their loved ones 
once brought them.  We are so very grateful to you for your 
generous gifts of love for the people in the Galle District.”

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COUNTRY FOCUS 2006 - SRI LANKA 
 

Under the leadership of Cynthia Devadason, IN Sri Lanka began in 1976. The main development 
projects supported by IN Lanka are the Harrison School with an enrolment of over 700 students. 
Mothers and Babies from the Badowitta slums are taught about nutrition, health and other 
important subjects pertinent to their lives  A Vocational Training Program teaches young women 
computer skills, fabric painting, beauty culture, sewing and cooking; and there are school teacher 
training programs in Colombo and the tea growing city of Hatton. 
 

Australian supporters contribute to the Harrison Education Centre through child sponsorship and 
are giving to sustainable development projects. International Needs recently received the 
following update from IN Lanka which we share with you through this new feature of our Annual 
Report: 

The Centre has 749 children 
attending classes. This 
includes 40 in crèche, 138 in 
pre-school, 223 in grades 1-
4, 245 in grades 5-8, 103 in 
grades 9-11(vocat ional 
classes).

The children are provided 
with a mug of milk and 
breakfast of either green 
grain or milk rice during their 
snack time.

The School not only meets 
the children’s physical and 
mental needs but care is also 
taken to nurture the little 
ones socially.

REV JUSTUS MIWANDA VISITS  
 
Executive Director of International Needs, Uganda (INU), Rev Justus 
Miwanda , visited Australia in August/September for a deputation visit 
sponsored by International Needs Australia.  His passion and ability to 
communicate gave a challenging insight into the work of International 
Needs Uganda and the impact INU, along with their International Needs 
partners, are having on the lives of thousands of Ugandans. 
 
Of all the problems facing Uganda, the issue of AIDS is of the greatest 
concern. Access to clean water is also a critical issue that affects daily 
life. Justus maintains that by providing education, anything is possible. 
INU sees education as being the most crucial element in aiding 
disadvantaged children. Through education comes the awareness of 
AIDS as a disease and the measures necessary in avoiding it. Through 
education, children are given the opportunity to prepare for their future, 
skillfully and economically. And through education, children are given the 
opportunity to assist their families in overcoming extreme poverty. 
 
International Needs is also concerned about the welfare of children once 
they have graduated from primary school.  Follow up of these children is 
essential as secondary school is often not a reality for some and the 
unemployment rate in Uganda is about 40%. Planned solutions to these 
increasing needs include the development of a vocational training school 
for children who drop out of school - INU already has the building to 
conduct this school.  
 
The recent deputation promoted an awareness of the needs of the work 
and resulted in a healthy increase in child sponsors to support the entry 
of children into the INU schools. 
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THE VALUE OF VOLUNTEERS  
 
International Needs could not function without the input of 
volunteers.  These include Board members who freely give of their 
time to provide oversight and governance to the organisation, as 
well as taking fiscal responsibility for its operations. 
 

Then we have weekly volunteers who assist with day-to-day 
administration, mail-outs, and organisation of deputations. 
 

Further afield are the volunteers who visit and work in our partner 
countries either short term or long term. 
 
 
 
Clive Stebbins , former Executive Director of International Needs 
Australia, has been working in Sri Lanka since 1996 in a voluntary 
capacity for IN Network Sri Lanka.  He is the Principal of a school 
for poor children operating in Hatton, a rural village in tea growing 
mountains, as well as for the Harrison School in Colombo. 
 

From time to time supporters travel with staff to make short term 
visits to our partners, to assist with the work and encourage them 
in the difficulties they face on a daily basis.
